The prophet Micah asks, “What does the Lord require of you but to do justice, and to love kindness,
and to walk humbly with your God?” This Easter, we will have the opportunity to play a part in doing
justice. The first week of our small group program this Lent looks at the Kingdom of God and our
role as followers of Jesus in bringing that Kingdom here on earth. Through OGHS, we can put our
dollars to work to bring justice in the form of helping those affected by disasters, hunger and pov-
erty.

OGHS started immediately after WWII in response to the acute international need following the con-
flict. It was then and continues to be an ecumenical effort. In the Presbyterian Church USA (PC
(USA)), we work through PC(USA) agencies like Presbyterian Disaster Relief, the Presbyterian
Hunger Program and the Self-Development of People ministry, among other mission pursuits.

The beauty of OGHS is the ability to reach around the world with our monetary support — from as-
sisting with immediate disaster relief for the Southern California fires to a project providing clean wa-
ter in Panama to missions training women and girls in South Sudan to be self-sufficient by learning
tailoring and bread making.

Quoting the OGHS resource guide for 2026: “One Great Hour of Sharing is centered in the call to do
our part to create justice so every person can truly live. Because we believe that all people are cre-
ated and loved by God, our faith compels us to work toward justice for all in the way of Christ Jesus.
This is what the Lord requires of us. To do justice, but also to love kindness, and to walk humbly
with our God. This Easter, may we do our part to be the Church together by supporting One Great
Hour of Sharing and the justice ministries it supports.”
